  Watch the weather!  Should SE Utah receive precipitation during the week prior to the fly-in, the runway may be wet and the fly-in should be considered cancelled.  Call the UBCP hot line for additional information and watch for UBCP e-mails as the date approaches.  Campers, plan for possible cool nights.  Congregate around a single camp fire or two, and leave only footprints when it is time to go home.   There are no bathrooms at the landing strip.  There is no fresh water.  If possible, avoid flight operations during the Saturday lunch in order to keep the dust down.   Call (801) 292-9372 with questions or leave a message on the hot line and we will get back to you.

Landing Strip Information:


Location: 38º 32’ N, 109º 59.8’ W


Surface: Dirt, soft.  Approx. 1900 ft.


Elev. Approx. 3950 Ft. msl





The landing strip is in a deep canyon, adjacent to the Green River.  See  the Denver Sectional Chart





The strip is not considered suitable for lower powered airplanes.





The landing strip may be approached from either direction, although a tight turn will be required when departing  south or landing from the south due to terrain.  Any recent rain will leave standing water or mud in the middle portion of the runway.  There is a small wind sock at the NE corner of the strip.  Park in the cul de sac on the east side of the strip.
